There’s so many mountains people have
climbed. Abraham and Issac climbed a mountain, for Abraham to sacrifice
Issac. Jesus also climbed a mountain and died so that Issac didn’t have to.
Jesus climbed the mountain we couldn’t climb.

If you have ever seen a picture of Mount Everest you see the oxygen tanks
people have to carry up there in order to breathe. It’s obvious that our
bodies are not made to survive above a certain elevation. Sometimes we
try anyways, but many people that climb Everest become unable bc their
body can’t handle the elevation, or they run out of oxygen. People die up at
Everest.
